In Dwelling of the Holy Spirit: (Eph 1:13-14) 
He Seals you at salvation.  
He reproves us Jn 16:7-8 To Convince of Sin, Righteousness, Judgment 
He Guides us into all Truth Jn 16:13a  
He will show us things to Come Jn 16:13b 
He glorifies Christ Jn 16:14 anything that doesn’t glorify Christ; 

The Filling of the Holy Spirit: In Dwelling vs. Filling Eph 5:18 
(Gal 5:17) (Gal 5:25) 

We are so used to living in the flesh,  
So How do we have Victory over the Flesh? (Rom 12:1-2)  

I. Total Dependence:  You can’t fill a vessel that is already full 
We have to come to the place where we admit we need Him! 
(Phil 4:13)(John 15:5) 

Foundational 5: Necessary to the Filling of the Holy Spirit. 

When you step out of the way, then we will see what God can do!  
(2 Cor 3:5) (Col 3:1-2) 

II. Total Surrender: (Gal 2:20) Die to self.  
(Gal 5:24-25) (2 Cor 10:3-5)  

A. Relinquish our Rights: Don’t Play the Rights Game. 
a. You have no Rights. (Jn 16:8) 
b. Readily Accept His Leadership: (Jn 16:13)(Rom 

9:20-21) 
B. Rip out the Road Blocks: (Phil 2:13)(Heb 13:20-21) 

(Jas 1:16-18) 

We have a choice, to Walk in the Spirit or the Flesh: Gal 5:16a  
Commanded to Walk! Gal 5:25 - Speaks of Our Daily Life 

Indwelled at Salvation. 
Filled when we Surrender 
Walking, is moment by moment, in Step with the Spirit. 

Relationship vs Fellowship 
(Heb 12:5-11) Rebuke, Chasten, Scourge, Death 

There is Not Freedom in Christ W/O Walking in the Spirit. 
Walking in the Spirit keeps us from fulfilling the lusts of the Flesh  
(Gal 5:16b) 

When we walk in the Spirit there will be fruit present in our lives.
